Stay safe when you cross the road. Use the 3Ps:

Answer Key: Point, T, Pause, F, Proceed, T.
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By law, drivers must stop for a pedestrian with their arm raised.

Pointing your arm out gets a driver’s attention — it shows them 
you want to cross.

Drivers are always paying attention.

Make eye contact to be sure a driver is not distracted.

Dark colours are hard for drivers to see.

Wear brightly coloured or reflective clothing, especially at night, so 
drivers see you better.
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
