1.3	Special	Enhancements	and	Features

The inbound platform has a canopy located on the north end of the 
platform that opens towards the station entrance building. A retaining 
wall down to the adjacent MUP forms an east containment of the 
platform. 

The outbound platform has a canopy with a higher retaining wall 
behind it. This frames and encloses the west side of the platform, 
providing a backdrop to the platform.

1.4 Accessibility

Providing a universally accessible design of the station and surrounding 
area isa key driver of the overall design.  The design of the station 
provides clear pathways for all users from access points to the 
platforms.  This is achieved through step-free access paths from street 
fronts through the plaza, entrance building, and onto the platforms.

Key considerations that have guided the design of the station include:

• Sloped walkways (the MUPs) with a maximum slope of 1:20

• Universal access is provided to the centre of the Light Rail Vehicle 
Cars

• Prioritizing clear pathways and covered waiting areas adjacent to the 
centre of the Light Rail Vehicle cars

• Multi-use poles on the platform that incorporate signage, 
wayfinding, lighting, cameras, and speakers to contribute to an 
uncluttered walkway and intuitive wayfinding

• Enclosed, heated shelters that provide accessible waiting areas and 
clear movement for wheelchair users near the accessible access points 
to the Light Rail Vehicle

• Universal access between modes of transport (street to footpath to 
plaza, elevator, to platform, onto train)

• Accessible pick-up and drop-off zone situated so that no vehicle 
crossing between pick-up and drop-off and Light Rail Transit station

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2.0 Concept Design

The multi-level stations consist of a two-level open air canopy structure 
that transitions passengers from street level to the elevated guideway 
platform level by stair. This canopy extends as the roof of the adjacent 
headhouse station entrance that contains two elevators. These vertical 
circulation elements are positioned to provide efficient movement to 
and from the platforms and level crossings, and are designed to be 
open, inviting, and user friendly. Pedestrian movement is supplemented 
with a multi-use pathway that offers additional options for passengers 
on at the far end of the platform.
