1.3 Special Enhancements and Features

A key feature that has been developed for the station area is walk-
on, walk-off access along the longitudinal edge of the platforms. 
Due to the low-floor Light Rail Vehicles servicing the Green Line, the 
difference in height between platform elevations and adjacent public 
spaces can be reduced through grading, minimizing requirements for 
ramps and stairs, thus fostering seamless and universally accessible 
movement. 

Landscaping  has been strategically located to simultaneously direct 
passengers to the other notable features on the site, such as bus stops 
and connections to public sidewalks, as well as accommodate changes 
in grade to simplify construction. Integrated seating has been situated 
within landscaping to maximize passive surveillance and provide 
amenities for passengers as they wait for buses or other passengers.

A central event space has been provided between the park and ride, 
station area, and bus loop, which centralizes congregation for the 
site and allowing future public events to be easily accessed from all 
directions and all modes of transportation. 

Several, existing facilities have been preserved on site as much as 
possible as cost-saving measure. This includes an existing operator 
washroom and the existing park and ride parking lot.

The station canopies have been oriented to address the urban fabric 
of the existing site. The inbound platform canopy opens to the major 
intersection at 114 Avenue Southeast and the transit-only road, acting 
as a landmark to passengers connecting from a bus, and to vehicular 
traffic dropping off passengers. The outbound platform canopy opens 
towards the event area, creating a backdrop to the central urban 
environment and addressing the passenger pick-up/drop-off zones and 
the existing park and ride facility.

2.4 Canopy Design

Key Features 

•	� An existing Park and Ride facility with ~465 stalls and connections to multiple  
transit routes, including MAX Teal. 

•	� A central event space encourages community activities. 
•	 Encourages commercial and residential development.
•	 Improves access to the Douglas Glen commercial corridor.
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Saying it more succinctly re the "map slice": 

a size of 1920 x 100px would be a good slice to start with

 as only the �rst 360px-ish to the left will show up on many mobile devices, you likely want a key/anchor element in that part

 to work for even wider screens, we'll tile it side-to-side, so the left and right edges need to allow for that

For header images/mosaics (where we don't want images to resize to retain line widths):
