Inspiring Neighbourhood Grant

2021 to 2024 Program Outcomes

The Inspiring Neighbourhoods Grant (ING) is intended to support communities in

creating a city of safe and inspiring neighbourhoods. This grant assists with funding for

community associations to advance the building of great communities across Calgary.
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Since the inception of the Inspiring
Neighbourhoods Grant in 2021, the grant
has supported 95 community projects. We

have received 47 final reports to date.

Program Outcomes

34% of respondents stated
their projects helped them
to develop into more
resilient and sustainable
organizations.

100% of respondents rated
their project as moderately
or greatly successful.

77% or respondents stated their

project supported communities
in becoming more socially
cohesive with safe, inclusive
spaces and programs that
respond to residents’ needs.

97% of respondents stated their
project helped residents feel an
increased sense of belonging
and contribute meaningfully to
their neighbourhood.

100% of respondents said

their project moderately or

greatly improved the quality
of life for residents.

100% of respondents
would recommend the
Inspiring Neighbourhoods
Grant to other community
associations.
