People driving must...

> STOP for pedestrians crossing at all marked
AND unmarked crosswalks and intersections.

> STAY ALERT and always expect pedestrians
at corners and intersections.

> NEVER pass a vehicle at a crosswalk or in a
playground zone.

> PARK at least 5m (one car length) away
from a crosswalk, intersection or stop sign.
Check for stopping or parking restrictions
and obey all signage.

> TURN with caution, and always watch out
for people crossing the street.

People walking should...

> ENSURE you are crossing the street safely,
at a corner or intersection.

> WATCH OUT for turning vehicles and traffic that
may not see you or has not stopped yet.

> MAKE eye contact with drivers, if possible
and wave.

> STAY ALERT, do not text or talk on your phone
while crossing the street.

> DO NOT jaywalk, or cross the street from
between parked cars.
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
