There may be times when we need all Calgarians to
temporarily reduce their non-essential outdoor water
use, such as when:

+ Less water is available in the rivers, due to drought.

« Water demand is high due to hot temperatures and is straining
the capacity of our water treatment plants.

« We're repairing or upgrading our water system infrastructure.

- River water quality is poor, like during a flood, and it takes
longer to treat.

Take action when outdoor water restrictions are declared
